In the days when ballast stone was an important
feature of some of Australia’s most iconic build-
ings, the daring Steeplejacks played a crucial role
in their construction and maintenance. As skilled
craftsmen, they completed the most difficult work
on the highest towers, oblivious to vertigo, gravity
and mortality.

VINTAGE 2019

The 2019 season will be remembered as hot and dry.
The season started with budburst occurring at around
normal time.

The vintage started in late January, soon after vintage
started the rate of ripening was slowed by a series of
heatwave events followed by a cool period. The vintage
was highly compressed, with early and late varieties rip-
ening over a short period of time. All parts of the sup-
ply chain including harvest operators, carriers and win-
eries, were stretched to the limits to bring in the crop at
optimal ripeness. Vintage finished in early April for the
late ripening varieties.

Despite the difficulties winemakers have reported good
to excellent wine quality.
