Vintage 2017 in the McLaren Vale Wine Region was 

judged highly successful with above average crops with 

minimal faults, and the ability to pick fruit during an ex-

tended dry Autumn. Winter weather conditions set up the 

early growth of vineyards with above average rainfall. 

Spring was also wetter than average, but fortunately, the 

weather was relatively stable and dry. Harvest began later 

with picking continuing into late April. Autumn continued 

to be warm and dry allowing vineyards to be successfully 

harvested by end of April.
